USING THIS MACHINE!  If you do not understand, ask your supervisor.

WARNING:  To reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, or injury:

1. DO NOT USE THESE VACUUMS FOR PICK UP OF WET DEBRIS.
2. Do not use outdoors or on wet surfaces.
3. Do not allow to be used as a toy.  Close attention is necessary when used by or near children.
4. You must be trained to operate this machine.  Operate this machine for its intended use only.
5. Do not operate this machine unless it is completely assembled.  The dust bag and/or filters must

be in place.
6. Keep the machine and its electrical components dry.  Do not subject to rain. Store the machine in

a dry building area.  Clean the machine with a dry cloth only.
7. Machines can cause an explosion when near flammable materials and vapors.  Do not use or

store this machine with or near fuels, grain dust, solvents, thinners, or other flammable materials.
Do not use flammables to clean this machine.

8. Do not pick up anything that is burning or smoking, such as cigarettes, matches or hot ashes.
9. Maintenance and repairs must be done by a qualified or authorized service center.
10. If the machine is not working as it should, has been dropped, damaged, left outdoors, or dropped

into water, return it to a service center.
11. Connect to a properly grounded outlet only (See Grounding Instructions).
12.To prevent electric shock, always remove the electrical plug from the electrical outlet before do-

ing any repairs or maintenance and when leaving the machine unattended.  Do not handle plug or
vacuum with wet hands.

13.Do not pull cord, use cord as a handle, close a door on cord, or pull cord around sharp edges or
corners.  Keep cord away from heated surfaces.  Do not use with damaged cord or plug.

14.Turn off all controls before unplugging.
15.Do not put objects into openings.  Do not use with any opening blocked: keep free of dust, lint,

hair and anything that may reduce airflow.
16.Keep hair, loose clothing, fingers and all parts of the body away from openings and moving parts.
17.Make sure all labels, decals, warnings, cautions and instructions are fastened to the machine.
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This machine must be grounded.  If it should malfunction or break
down, grounding provides a path of least resistance for electric
current to reduce the risk of electric shock.  This machine is equipped
with a cord having an equipment-grounding conductor and ground-
ing plug.  The plug must be inserted into an appropriate outlet that
is properly installed and grounded in accordance with all local
codes and ordinances.
WARNING - Improper connection of the equipment-grounding con-
ductor can result in a risk of electric shock.  Check with a qualified
electrician or service person if you are in doubt as to whether the
outlet is properly grounded.  Do not modify the plug provided with
the machine - if it will not fit the outlet, have a proper outlet installed
by a qualified electrician.
This machine is for use on a nominal 120-volt circuit, and has a
grounded plug that looks like the plug illustrated in figure A.  A
temporary adapter that looks like the adapter illustrated in figures B
and C may be used to connect this plug to a 2-pole receptacle as
shown in figure B if a properly grounded outlet is not available.
The temporary adapter should be used only until a properly
grounded outlet (figure A) can be installed by a qualified electri-
cian.  The green colored rigid ear, lug, or the like extending from the
adapter must be connected to a permanent ground such as a
properly grounded outlet box cover.  Whenever the adapter is
used, it must be held in place by a metal screw.
NOTE: In Canada, the use of a temporary adapter is not permitted
by the Canadian Electrical Code

EXTENSION CORDS
Use only three-wire 14/3 or larger gauge approved extension
cords that have three-prong grounding type plugs and three-pole
receptacles that accept the appliance’s plug.  Replace or repair
any damaged cords or plugs.

When servicing, refer to authorized person only.  Use only identi-
cal replacement parts.

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OPERATING PROCEDURES

VIRONMENT!

NEVER USE THIS MACHINE TO PICK UP VOLATILE
OR EXPLOSIVE MATERIALS!

The model shown in this manual is intended for com-
mercial use.

PREPARATION

Please see the operating instructions manual included
with your unit for assembly instructions.

OPERATION

1. Plug the machine’s power cable into a prop-
erly grounded outlet (see Grounding Instructions).

2. Release the handle by stepping on the pedal
and lowering handle until motor starts.  To
lower handle further (for cleaning under ob-
jects), step on pedal again and lower handle
as much as necessary.

3. Use short back and forth strokes to cover small
areas.

4. To turn the unit off, raise the handle to the up-
right position.

5. The necessary time to properly clean carpet
depends on the carpet thickness and the
amount of dust/dirt.

6. To store your upright, roll the cable trying not
to twist it and hang it from the cord hook at the
top part of the handle tube.

7. Make sure that the height of the vacuum is
adjusted to the proper level using the height
adjustment knob on the hood of the unit.

MAINTENANCE
ALWAYS turn the vacuum OFF and UNPLUG the
power cord from the electrical outlet before doing
any clean-up or repairs, and when the machine is
left unattended.

AFTER EACH USE:

1. Vacuum filter bag: If the bag is full or damaged
install a new one.
HEPA Paper Bag, 3 Pack - Part # 660605
Standard Paper Bag, 3 Pack – Part # 660601
Cloth Shake Out Bag (optional) – Part # 660615

2. Power cord and plug: Check for cuts or nicks;  if
damaged, have the cord replaced at a factory au-
thorized service center.

3. Wheels: Remove any strings or debris that may
restrict the free movement of the wheels.

4. Brush:  Remove any strings or debris.  Replace if
becomes worn or damaged.

Storage: Store the machine in a clean dry area.

VACUUM MOTOR MAINTENANCE:

Have the vacuum motor inspected annually by a factory
authorized service technician.  This service will prolong
the life of the motor.

Five (5) years parts, one (1) year labor – Chassis (128G & 128DC)
Two (2) years parts, one (1) year labor - Chassis (127G & 127DC), Fan (All), Yoke (All), Switch (All)
One (1) year parts & labor – All other components unless excluded below.

This warranty extends to the original user/purchaser and only when used, operated and maintained in accordance with
Pacific Operating and Maintenance instructions.
